21st CCLC Creations, Inc. 
 

The 21st CCLC Creations, Inc. is the entrepreneurial creation of the 6th grade students 

in 21st CCLC in Leland, MS (USA).  During the summer of 2014 the students were 

introduced to BizWorld, a business curriculum that teaches students about setting up 

and operating a business as entrepreneurs. From that, this business was birthed.   

 

The students developed resumes and interviewed for each position in the company.  

Ms. Swami & Ms. Sanders, 21st CCLC staff, selected students for each position based 

on their resumes and interview results. The students held meetings and minutes were 

recorded by the secretary.  At the end of summer, the students sold art projects and 

bath/body products they had made. The business made $300, $200 of which they dis-

tributed among the students who had assisted in making the art projects & bath/body 

projects that were sold. Each student received $5. They have a remaining $100 in their 

treasury. 

 

Importing & exporting merchandise is the next major project they will undertake 

with students in Jamaica who have also formed a youth business. Realizing they need 

capital to purchase materials for projects to sell to each other, the students will explore 

ways to raise capital including meeting with bankers to discuss loan qualifications. A 

special bank, Global Youth Bank, has been established expressly for these 2 business-

es. They will make application for loans which will provide capital for them to purchase 

needed materials.  Loans will not be approved until all qualifications have been met. To 

implement this project, students must research finance including bank loans; design-

ing, manufacturing & selling their product; costing & purchasing materials; negotiate 

pricing; understand foreign currency; packaging & mailing merchandise; marketing; 

accounting; import & export fees; etc. This is, indeed, an exciting project for our 21st 

CCLC students in Leland, MS (USA) and for students in Montego Bay, Jamaica! 

This Global Project  was conceived by 

the persons shown above as a collabora-

tive effort to expand the horizon of our 

students in Leland (USA) & Jamaica be-

yond their immediate environments and, 

in so doing, help them to compete com-

petitively with their global counterparts.  

During the first year, the students learned 

about each otherôs country and culture.  

During the 2nd year students from Leland 

traveled to Jamaica and the students had 

an opportunity to interface directly with 

each other. The students worked in small 

groups and discussed similarities and 

differences in school, church, fashion, 

ñhanging outò activities, sports, etc. The 

Jamaican students took the Leland stu-

dents on a tour of their school.  It was a 

fascinating trip.  Now in its 3rd year, the 

program has expanded to include 2 addi-

tional countries-London, England (UK) 

and Bursa, Turkey. (See page 2). 

We are excited about the new projects 

underway for this year: writing/publishing 

2 books and the entrepreneurial pro-

ject in which the students will actually 

import and export merchandise they have 

made. Through this project, students will 

study business principles, banking 

(collateral, capital, loans), packaging, 

shipping, import/export fees, pricing, etc. 

which will cause them to use/integrate 

skills from several different academic 

areas & provide them with a more in-

depth view of being an entrepreneur.
